Re: Service enhancements

The Bureau of Criminal Apprehension (BCA) has launched an enhanced version of the Minnesota Criminal Justice Statute Service. This version includes several new features such as the ability to search by statute ID and the ability to distinguish which statutes are Payable, Report to DNR, DPS Group, Conditional Release, Petty Misdemeanor Only if Prosecutor Certifies, or Certify to DPS.

The URL for the Statute Service Website changes as part of this process. The current URL will redirect users to the new website until August 31, but agencies are encouraged to update any Favorites lists now. The new URL is www.mncjss.state.mn.us. 

If you are a Statute Service subscriber, you will receive an automatically-generated email message from the new service when it goes live. There is no need to re-subscribe. Your notification preferences will automatically transfer over to the new service.

Current Statute Service web service consumers can continue to use the current web service until March 28. Agencies which use the web service must switch to one of several new URLs, depending on the version they currently use. These new URLs will be active for the next several months and are restricted to approved IP addresses on the CJDN only.
