Sample Request for Proposal (RFP) Language

To Support the NIBRS Reporting Requirement

The proposed system shall conform to the FBI National Incident-Based Reporting System (NIBRS) and State of Minnesota Crime Reporting System (CRS) requirements as defined by the Minnesota Bureau of Criminal Apprehension (BCA) in the Crime Reporting System (CRS) Vendor Adapter Specification <the current version as of the RFP date>, NIBRS Technical Specification <the current version as of the RFP date> and NIBRS User Manual<the current version as of the RFP date>. The system shall provide the following functional capabilities related to crime reporting:

1. The system must comply with all current and future Minnesota statutes and FBI specification requirements. 

2. The system adapter must conform to the MNJIS Enterprise schema Crime Statistics Reporting and investigative submission formats prescribed in the Crime Reporting System (CRS) Vendor Adapter Specification <the current version as of the RFP date>.
3. The system must capture and preserve all required NIBRS data elements as defined in the CRS business rules document.
4. The system must submit, update, delete, and validate Extensible Markup Language (XML) submissions to the CRS.
5. The system must meet BCA vendor compliance and agency certification requirements.

6. The system must send data to CRS in both Summary Reporting and NIBRS format during NIBRS submission testing with the BCA. 

7. The system must map Minnesota statutes and local ordinances to UCR Offense Codes as prescribed in the CRS Vendor Adapter Specification <the current version as of the RFP date>. 

8. The system must receive schema and business rule rejections from CRS. Such rejections must be stored locally and made available to users to provide feedback on correcting errors.

9. The system must store the CRS Submission Identification element when a submission is successful.

10. The system must submit all investigative data fields outlined in the CRS Adapter Specification. The vendor must provide a mapping document of RMS data elements to CRS data elements.

11. The system must allow for the entry of the standard values for each data element in accordance with the values prescribed in the CRS Vendor Adapter Specification <the current version as of the RFP date>, NIBRS Technical Specification <the current version as of the RFP date> and NIBRS User Manual <the current version as of the RFP date>.

12. The system must edit and validate data in accordance with the data quality rules prescribed in the CRS Vendor Adapter Specification <the current version as of the RFP date>, including all conditional validations as defined therein. 

13. The system must submit data in the form and format as prescribed in the CRS Vendor Adapter Specification <the current version as of the RFP date> and NIBRS Technical Specification <the current version as of the RFP date>.
14. Prior to final acceptance, the system-generated NIBRS submission must achieve State and FBI certification in accordance with the definitions provided in the CRS Vendor Adapter Specification <the current version as of the RFP date>.
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
