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RMS vendor changes

RMS vendors must make two changes in preparation for the new reporting tool:

· Some response messages returned by the BCA to submitting Record Management Systems (RMS) have changed.  The Summary Message List spreadsheet shows the old messages in column B and the new messages in column C, starting on line 41. The spreadsheet is posted in the CJIS Launch Pad (https://bcanextest.x.state.mn.us/launchpad/). Click on MNJIS Training, then CJRS and Summary Reports Training, and Summary Reports in SRS Training 

· Systems may require modification to submit new Arrest race codes (P and Q) for ‘Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander.’  The complete list of valid Race (RAC) codes for arrest records submitted via RMS or PSPortals is as follows:

· A - Asian of Hispanic or Latino Origin

· B - Black or African American of Hispanic or Latino Origin

· H - White of Hispanic or Latino Origin

· I - American Indian or Alaskan Native

· M - American Indian or Alaskan Native of Hispanic or Latino Origin

· O - Asian

· P - Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander (**NEW**)
· Q - Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander of Hispanic or Latino Origin (**NEW**)

· W - White

· Y - Black or African American

New data validation and error messages

Several revisions have been made to validation processes for data law enforcement agencies submit to the BCA. 

· Faster – Data is validated nightly rather than monthly or quarterly, enabling agencies to review and correct data before the monthly submission to the FBI.

· Descriptive message text – The text for error messages has been changed to better describe the problem and how to correct it.  

· Improved reporting – The reporting system offers flexible ways to search, filter, review and print new error reports.  Detailed instructions are provided in training materials available on CJIS Launch Pad in the CJRS Summary Reports Training folder.

· Added validation – Messages have been added to identify situations requiring additional information and assist agencies in providing the information to the BCA.  
New Summary reports available in SRS

Accessing reports

New Summary Reports are available in the Supplementary Reporting System (SRS) in MyBCA under the Summary Reports tab. Click the blue, underlined text links on the Summary Reports page to open a new page, then define report criteria, view the report, and select options to print or export its contents.  
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Report criteria

Summary reports aggregate uniform crime reporting counts based on the Reporting Month (month for the Incident, Stolen, Recovered, or Arrest date). Users can select month, quarter, semi-annual or year-to-date.  
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Error reports allow users to view specific error or record types and display errors for Incident dates within the last 30/60/90/180 days or the current reporting year. Agencies can display all messages for a single case.
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Navigating back to report results
Navigate back to report results by selecting the blue, underlined links or buttons. For Errors and Incidents use the small blue arrow icon to return to your initial report.
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New reports

Incident at a Glance

Incident at a Glance allows users to view on one page individual incident data as it was received at the BCA. Enter an Incident Number to display Incident, Offense, Stolen Property, Recovered Property, Arrests and any errors that may exist. This report is useful for resolving errors and verifying data submitted to the BCA.

· All Incident Sequence Numbers by Status (every MOC used on any Incident Sequence Number (ISN) 

· Arrests by Age and Sex 

· Arrests by Race and Ethnicity

· Arrests for Drug Abuse Violations

· Minnesota Return A (counts of Incident records for Part I and Part II offenses)

Error reports in SRS

· All Errors (both errors generated at time of submission and during nightly processing)

· Change or Fix Required (nightly errors are records accepted by the BCA needing changes to meet FBI reporting requirements)

· Rejected on Submission (submission errors are records rejected by the BCA requiring re-entry)

· Warning Messages (submission messages for records accepted by the BCA that should be re-checked or require additional information)

Minnesota Offense Code (MOC) changes

Human Trafficking now counted from Minnesota Offense Codes (MOCs)

Several MOCs were reclassified in 2015 because they meet the definition of ‘Human Trafficking – Commercial Sex Acts’ and ‘Human Trafficking – Involuntary Servitude’. Agencies using these MOCs must also complete corresponding SRS forms. All Human Trafficking MOCs are in the MOC File at https://dps.mn.gov/divisions/bca/Pages/statistics-reports-moc-codes.aspx. 

Prostitution Arrests categorized differently

Prostitution MOCs are subcategorized on Arrest reports as Purchasing, Procuring or Prostitution. These MOCs are also in the MOC File.
General changes

Minnesota Offense Codes (MOCs) used for Incident and Arrest offenses have changed following a complete review by the BCA. Examples of the changes include:

· Obsolete MOCs are deleted

· Many Statute and Uniform Offense Codes (UOCs) references have been updated or corrected 
· Death of an Unborn MOCs no longer allow property records

· Property Reports are not required for Human Trafficking offenses

· Many prostitution offenses have been updated to Human Trafficking – Commercial Sex Acts

The MOC file is updated on a monthly basis. It is available on the BCA Website.

Larceny types eliminated on Supplement to Return A

The Livestock and Cargo Theft Larceny Type categories displayed at the bottom of the Supplement to Return A have been eliminated. These unique Minnesota sub-categories were eliminated to align with FBI reporting. Livestock is tracked under Property by Type at the top of the Supplement to Return A, while Cargo Theft is tracked on the SRS forms.
Discontinued reporting tools

eReports available until mid-2016

Users are encouraged to begin using the new reports in SRS immediately. The existing mainframe reports are available on eReports through mid-2016 when the mainframe will be shut down.

UCR/CJRS Report tab eliminated

This tab was removed because its only function was to show which crime data reports were available to agencies through eReports. Information about reports available in eReports is posted on Launch Pad in the CJRS, Summary Reports Training folder. This change does not affect how you access eReports or use SRS. 
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Activity reports eliminated
