Provide to school PTA groups/newsletters; city parks and rec departments (to provide to pools/youth sports leagues;) and other venues that can reach parents. Send to parents directly and encourage them to share with others via newsletters and email.
Is Your Child in a Booster Seat?
One big mistake parents make — and it’s a common one — is not putting kids in booster seats. 

In Minnesota, children must ride in a booster seat once they have outgrown a forward- facing seat (typically at 40–60 pounds). Children need to ride in a booster until they are age 8 or 4 feet 9 inches tall — whichever comes first. It is recommended to keep a child in a booster based on their height, rather than their age.

Boosters are seat lifts that help raise a child up so a seat belt fits properly — a sign a belt does not fit properly is if it rubs against a child’s neck, or if the child tucks the belt behind their back or under their arm. 

Children who are shorter than 4 feet 9 inches are not ready to use a seat belt alone. Poor belt fit can contribute to serious injury or death in a crash. 

And remember, kids should ride in the back seat until age 13.
