Child Passenger Safety Week Radio PSAs
September 18–24 is National Child Passenger Safety Week, an ideal period to remind and educate parents about the importance of child restraints and the state’s booster seat law.

In Minnesota, children must ride in a booster seat once they have outgrown a forward facing seat (typically at 40–60 pounds) until they are age 8 or 4 feet 9 inches tall — whichever comes first. It is recommended to keep a child in a booster based on their height, rather than their age. 

Communicating child passenger safety information to your listeners is important to ensure parents are properly and legally securing their child in safety seat or booster.

“Give ‘em a Boost”

In Minnesota, children must ride in a booster seat once they have outgrown a forward-facing seat and stay in a booster until they are age 8 or 4 feet 9 inches tall — whichever comes first. It is recommended to keep a child in a booster based on their height, rather than their age. Booster seats help adult seat belts fit children properly. “3-out-of-4”

Is your child properly secured in a child restraint? Chances are, they’re not — in Minnesota 3 out of 4 kids aren’t correctly buckled in. Make sure your child is in the correct seat for their age and size, and avoid some common mistakes — like the harness being too loose on the child, or the restraint not being tight enough — it shouldn’t shift more than an inch side-to-side or away from the seat.
