Frequently Asked Questions about the Enforcement RFP

Is the federal ID number the same as the DUNS number?

No. They are different. 

The Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) passed by Congress in 2006 required the reporting of specific data elements of every recipient of federal funding.  As an Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) grantee, your agency is defined as a sub-recipient of federal funding. To fulfill the new requirements, the fiscal agency must provide their DUNS number to OTS. Your agency’s finance/accounting division, for example your county auditor or city manager, should be able to provide this number.
Do you need the DUNS number for each agency, or just the lead / applicant agency?

No, we just need the DUNS number for the fiscal agency. 


Should we continue to include the State Patrol when calculating the work plan and budget?

It is imperative that you include the State Patrol in your planning efforts; however, they should not be calculated in your budget. The State Patrol will have a separate grant with OTS to do the same enforcement. The State Patrol will continue to lead briefings for impaired driving saturations for the counties eligible for the additional sustained impaired driving funding. 
Does the HEAT program still exist?

No. HEAT was a 3 year data gathering study for Mn DOT.  2012 is the third year. In 2013 we have scheduled speed enforcement for everyone at several times during the year.
Do we have to have Drugs That Impair training if this is our first year in a grant?
No you do not.  In your first year in a grant, you need SFST, OPUE, and one person with CPS training in the grant.  The second year you must have the above trainings, plus Drugs That Impair.  Then every five years you must take the SFST Update.  DREs that are current in their training are exempt from the above.
When do we let you know who is going to the TZD Conference in October?
We will get that information from you after you have been awarded the grant.
