Speed Enforcement News Conference Ideas
Use these ideas to generate media coverage for speed effort. Also included are news conference advisory templates you can customize for each event. A news advisory should be issued to media a day before the news conference to alert reporters of the event.
These ideas provide a unique or interesting visual to accompany the hard news of the speed enforcement. These ideas may enable your community to capture greater media attention — and be more memorable to viewers — since they offer creative angles to the “drive at safe speeds” message.

General Backdrop/Visual Ideas

· Local race track.
· Site of recent speed-related crash.
“Crashed Cars”

Work with a local tow lot/junk yard to secure a collection of crashed cars — ideally cars that were involved in crashes in which the motorist was speeding or hit by a speeding vehicle. Display the crashed cars in high-traffic areas of your city(ies), rope off for safety. Place signage on the vehicles that includes your county speeding stats. Hold a news conference at one of the crash car locations.

“On My Radar”

Hold news conference at the side of a road and have the spokesperson take speed readings with radar gun as vehicles zoom by to show how common speeding is.

“Speed Ticket King/Queen” or “Speed Enforcer All-Stars”

Promote the work of your agency’s (or area’s) top speed enforcer(s). Introduce top enforcers to media. Offer ride-alongs with these officers/deputies/troopers. Provide the officer’s speed citation totals (to-date or over last three years).

“Speeding is Not a Game”

This event requires use of a video game player and a racing game. The chief and mayor could participate in a race together for a fun visual with the message of “speeding is not a game.”
